County Definitions

England is made up of 48 ceremonial counties
also known as geographic counties. The least
used station in the county is the one used.

However, Wales has 22 modern day Principal
Areas and similarly Scotland has 32 modern day
Unitary Areas.

If we were to use these areas it would produce
oddities such as some areas only having one or
two stations in them in total and would then

make no sense to pick one station in that area.

So instead for Wales and Scotland, we have
listed in them just what their overall Top 10
least used stations are.

In Wales, seven of the Top 10 are on the Heart of
Wales Line. In Scotland six out of the Top 10 are
on the Far North Line.

Fluctuations

Due to p s numbers changing year on year there is often a
‘battle’ for last place with two stations regularly swapping places
as to which is the least used.

Figures were also massively skewed in the 2020-21 period because
this is when ‘No Travel’ during Covid Lockdown was in place, and
passengers numbers were not at normal levels.

During this period Heathrow Terminal 4 Rail Station was closed
and had zero passengers so technically was the overall Least Used
Station.

Bedfordshire

Is often a battle between Kempston Hardwick and Aspley Guise and
regularly swaps between the two, but during ‘No Travel’ lockdown period in
2020/21 was actually Millbrook for one year.

Dorset
Is almost always Chetnole - apart from 2016/17 that is when Thornford
popped up and was the least used for that period.

East Riding of Yorkshire
Was for the 2016/17 period Wressle, but before that and now is
Rawcliffe.

Hertfordshire

Is almost always Park Street, but during ‘No Travel’ lockdown period in
2020/21 it became How Wood for one year.

Lincolnshire

Is almost always either Havenhouse or Thorpe Culvert but has become
Kirton Lindsey due to almost no trains running for the whole period (just
68 passengers).

Norfolk

Is almost always Buckenham, but during ‘No Travel’ lockdown period in
2020/21 it became Spooner Row for one year.

Shropshire
It’s not always Broome - for the 2017/18 period, it was the station one
stop down the line Hopton Heath that was the least used here.

Warwickshire
Polesworth almost always has the title here, except for the 2016/17 period,
when Bearley had less passengers.
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
